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The two Japan Overseas Cooperation Volunteers (JOCV), Ms. Yukari KITADA and Ms. Fumiko KAKEHI working at Kasama District Agricultural Office have compiled a “Practical Tomato Cultivation Guide during the Rainy Season”. The guide was developed based on the demand and potential for tomato growing during the rainy season by small scale farmers in Kasama District to avoid direct contact of plants to rain drops which are major cause of a common disease with tomato, “fungal diseases”. The method introduced is very simple but practical and can be recommended to other parts of Zambia. Fig. 6. Y shaped poles to support the shaft
③ A wooden pole with diameter of about 20cm and length of 420cm to be prepared.
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Fig. 7. Hard wood pole with 420cm

④ Select appropriate point to fix a shaft while checking the balance of the pole, then a shaft is inserted through the wooden pole. 
Fig. 8 Metal pipe as shaft
5 Make a water receiver at the edge of the wooden pole by grooving the pole to receive water from water intake. The box or the hole needs to have a shape to release water easily.
