	“Western Province In-Service Training at Namushakende Firm Institute”
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Department of Agriculture of Western Province has organized the second three day In-Service Training for the selected Camp/Block Extension Officers and officials (mainly Senior Agricultural Officers) from five Districts of Western Province. (i.e. Kaoma, Kalabo, Shangom’bo, Lukulu and Senanga Districts). The objectives of the training are 1) to share the information and lesson learnt on the status of sub-proejcts of PaViDIA Micro Projects which have so far implemented two sub-projects, 2) to provide the participanst to learn new information and technologies on the priority topics selected by the respective Districts as well as strategic priorities of the Province, such as cashew nut development, and 3) to review the progrerss of Annual Work Plan 2012 for extension services. Preparation and implementation of the training are spearheaded by Principal Agricultural Officer, Mr. Mwiya Mukungu and Mr. Sibso Mulele, Senior Food and Nutrition Officer with technical support of RESCAP Advisor for Western Province, Mr. Kenji Shiraishi. The officers from the respective Departments also participated in the preparation of the training as well as implementation as resourfce persons. DOA Western Province plans to conduct another training at each target District in August with focus on the specific issues to each District. It is also planned that MAL Western Province wiil consolidate available resoiurces from variuous Depaertments under MAL to jointly conduct this type of training courses more effectively since Camp Extension Officers perform various services for different Departments .

New Agricultural Diary for Extension Officers (ADEOs) for July to December 2012 will be ready for distribution nationwide soon. We are glad to see the further collaboration between the Ministry of Agriculture and Livestock and Private Sector for the production of ADEOs. In addition to the four companies which supported the Jan – June 2012 version (Greenbelt Fertilizers, Seed Co, Pioneer, and Zamseed), Saro Agro Industrial Ltd also joined the collaboration to produce this important diary for extension officers to deliver better services to small scale farmers.   
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“How to make a low cost veil

with a used mosquito net”

What is the core issue on bee keeping tools for small scale famers? 
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Bee keepers need to observe, monitor and handle bees without fear while protecting bee keepers themselves from being stung by bees. However, it is not easy for small scale bee keepers to handle bees if they don’t have their own tools like protective cloth and veil. Particularly veil is an important item to protect the face and head of bee keeper when he/she handles bees for inspection, honey harvest and other activities. The veil mostly used in Zambia (Photo left) is an imported one from abroad or rather expensive especially for small scale bee keepers to purchase. It is also not portable as well. 
Why we make and use low cost veil?
Low cost veil is the most used veil type in Japan because of its low price and the design that it is a simplest using only a net and an elastic band. Now low cost veil is made locally in Zambia by using local resources available like used mosquito net and elastic band and it is far cheaper than imported one, yet it serves the same purpose of protecting face and head from bee bite. Therefore, the low cost bee keeping veil enable small scale holder farmers/bee keepers to handle bees without unnecessary fear with less spending. 
How can we make veil using mosquito net?
Prepare; (1) a used mosquito net (2) an elastic band of 170cm and (3) a soft wire of 5cm.
Cut an elastic band into 3 pieces with lengths of A (105cm), B (55cm) and C (10cm) respectively. 
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Make soft metal wire a hook shape and tie it on the middle of elastic band A.
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Draw a 130cm x 60cm rectangle shape on the mosquito net by using a marker and cut it following the line drawn. 
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Draw lines on 3cm from the edges of the long side of rectangle. 
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Then fold it and sew it following the lines drawn.
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Sew the short sides of rectangle. Make sure that there is no space between two sides to avoid bees entering into the veil when it using it.

Insert the elastic band B into a hole made under the process of 6, and tie the edges of elastic band B (55cm) making a circle.
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Fold the elastic band A (105cm) and attach it at the point of D. Attach the elastic band tightly by sewing. Fold the elastic band C (10cm) and attach it at the point E by sewing it.
Note: It is not advisable to use brand new mosquito net since it is meant for Malaria prevention. Wash used mosquito net thoroughly before using it for veil making because it is treated with insecticidal substance.
