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The 3rd Master Trainers Workshop is being held from 20th to 24th August 2012 at Monze Agricultural College. A total of sixteen (16) Master Trainers gathered to prepare a training programme and presentation materials to be used during the forthcoming Training of Trainers programmes. Master Trainers were appointed by the Department of Agriculture to spearhead the prepration of the training plan for our extension officers and district officials to improve their practical siklls and knowledge to deliver quality service in participatory manner as well as to improve the management skills and knowlegde of district officials to provide effective supervision and backstopping. At the previous workshop held in Kabwe in June this year, they had developed draft Training Manual for Extension Officers and Resource Guide to be used by extension officers as well as by District officers such as Senior Agricultural Officers and Subject Matter Specialists. It is a challenging task for Master Trainers but a good opportunity to consolodate their esperiences and knowlegd to develop manuals of their own for the Ministry of Agriculture and Livestock. This exercies is lead by Mr. Ernest Shingalili, Chief Extension Officer of the Deparment of Agriculture with technical and financila support of RESCAP with full participation of Master Trainers. Master Trainers were brough in from various part of the country and from different Departments of the Ministry of Agriculture and Livestock. They are all experienced senior officers in conducting training under different programmes such as PEA, PaViDIA, PLARD, ASP, and etc. Upon the completion of development of training programmes with teaching materials, the Master Trainers will be splited into three (3) Regional Groups to conduct training of trainers in Lusaka, Kasama and Mongu in September and October this year.
